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1. Approve the naming of the Baseball Diamond #4 at Rancho Cienega Sports Complex as the 
"Deangelo 'DD' Parham Field" (Project); 

2. Authorize the installation of appropriate signage; 

3. Find the Project is categorically exempt from the provisions of the California Environmental 
Quality Act (CEQA), pursuant to Article Ill, Section 1, Class 11 (1) of the City CEQA 
guidelines, and direct Department of Recreation and Parks' (RAP) staff to file a Notice of 
Exemption; and, 

4. Authorize RAP's Chief Accounting Employee or designee to prepare a check to the Los 
Angeles County Clerk in the amount of Seventy-Five Dollars ($75.00) for the purpose of 
filing a Notice of Exemption. 

SUMMARY 

Rancho Cienega Sports Complex (Rancho Cienega) is located at 5001 Rodeo Road. The Rancho 
Cienega is a twenty-nine (29) acre facility which contains baseball diamonds, basketball courts, a 
football field, a soccer field, and picnic areas. This facility offers sports programming, swimming, 
tennis and track as well as aerobics, arts and crafts, L.A. Kids, and Summer Day Camp. This facility 
also features the Celes K!ng Ill Swimming Pool, Charmette Bonpua Skate Park and Arthur Ashe 
Tennis Center 
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In October 2017, the City Council passed a Motion presented by Herb J. Wesson, Councilmember, 
10th District, which requests that the Board of Recreation and Park Commissioners (Board) name 
the Rancho Cienega Sports Complex’s Baseball Diamond No. 4 as the “Deangelo ‘DD’ Parham 
Field”’. The Council Motion is attached hereto as Exhibit A. 
Deangelo “DD” Parham (2002-2017) lived in Council District 10 his entire life.  DD passed away 
suddenly on October 20, 2017 due to complications from an illness.  During his short life DD was 
often playing sports at the Rancho Cienega Sports Complex. 

On October 27, 2017 a memorial service for DD was held at Rancho Cienega.  The service was 
attended by a diverse group of family, friends and community members.  Speakers included Kimani 
Black, council deputy for CD 10, who shared that the Dodger Foundation was providing a donation 
to assist with funeral expenses, and that the Council Office 10 would be requesting that RAP 
rename Baseball Diamond #4 in Deangelo’s name (Exhibit B). 
Council District 10 strongly supports this naming request.  Council District staff has confirmed 
support for this proposal from both the surrounding community, including the West Adams 
Neighborhood Council, the Baldwin Hills Homeowners Association, and the LA Dodger Foundation. 
 
On May 16, 2018, this proposal was presented to the Facilities and Maintenance Repair 
Commission Task Force (Task Force) for review.  The Task Force recommended that the proposal 
be forwarded to the Board for consideration. 
 
Staff has evaluated the proposed naming and finds it to be in compliance with the Board adopted 
Policy, Procedures and Guidelines for Parks and Recreational Facilities. The name “Deangelo ‘DD’ 
Parham Field’ honors the memory of a leader of the youth community who was recognized by his 
peers for his devotion to and participation at Rancho Cienega Sports Complex. 
 
RAP’s management and staff are in support of the recommendations.  
 
ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT STATEMENT 
 
The proposed project involves the installation of on premise signs. Therefore, Staff recommends 
that the Board determine that the subject project is categorically exempt from the provisions of the 
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Article III, Section 1, Class 11 (1) of the 
City CEQA Guidelines. A Notice of Exemption will be filed with the Los Angeles County Clerk upon 
Board’s approval. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT STATEMENT 
 
There will be no fiscal impact to RAP’s General Fund for the naming of this Baseball Diamond #4 as 
installation of new signage will be the responsibility of the Council District 10 as the project 
applicant.

Since he was five years old, DD could often be seen at the Rancho Cienega Sports Complex playing 
one of his favorite spo1ts: baseball. 

In recognition of the positive impact DD had on those around him and his love of baseball, it is 
appropriate that Baseball Diamond #4 at the Rancho Cienega Sports Complex, with the support of 
the LA Dodgers Foundation, located at 5001 Rodeo Road, be named as the "Deangelo 'DD' Parham 
Field." 

I THEREFORE MOVE that the Board of Recreation and Parks Commissioners be requested to name 
the Rancho Cienega Sports Complex's Baseball Diamond #4 as the "Deangelo 'DD' Parham Field." 
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
